
 

 

 

 
 
 

 

Three years of planning and evolution, seven months each year working with Car-
lisle Events Director Jodi Foster, and coordinating with members culminated in 
one of NVCC’s best showings yet. This year our position on the field was consoli-
dated in the reserved fun field adjacent to the GM exhibition building and NCRS 
tent.  We had about 30 members who reserved spaces around the tent to make 
this possible... thank you! 

 

As a result of our relation-
ship with Ms. Foster,  we 
were able to secure about 
40 club members day-
tripper spaces right across 
the aisle and next to the 
club tent. The club extends 
great thanks to Ms. Foster 
for her added effort in 
moving other reserved 
spaces around to make 

this happen. This was like planning a large military logistics movement, because 
every time she accommodated one of our Corvettes,  it impacted other reserved 
spaces she had to move, all while managing the entire event and keeping other 
clubs and specialty groups happy.  In the end,  I believe we had close to 60 Mem-
bers' Corvettes attend. 
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Our early crew of Dick Hammaker,  Vicki Hulick, and I 
arrived Wednesday to set up tables,  deliver coolers, 
hang banners, and make sure everything was 
properly set up. Ms. Foster stopped by, and we 
thanked her profusely. 
 

Each of the following days began early at 6:30 AM 
with a run for ice and water. Thursday, the rest of 
our crew showed up to begin decorating the tent 
and decorate they did! Carol Caporossi brought box 
loads of Corvette related decorating material, includ-
ing balloons, with helium provided by Dick Hammak-
er and a Pohanka banner. Leslie Koluder, Paul 
Caporossi, and others kicked in,  hanging banners, 
flags,  and a red white and blue theme around the 
entire tent. Ruth Baumert made sure we had tent 
coverage for sign ins and directions. 
 
Each day more folks arrived with snacks and ice 
chests.  We were able to squeeze even more Cor-
vettes into our reserved space as we owned the row 
all the way to the access road and folks could drive in 
at the end of the aisle between the backs of our re-
served spaces. 
 

The exhaust contest was a hoot, as always, with 
John Palmgren and Angelo Nappi competing. The 
club came to the fence and screamed in unison,  but 
the announcer/judge got wise to us,  and began re-
sponding to our taunts and cheers. Fun for all! 
 
As a result of our tent location,  just like last year (5 
awards) we again received several awards,  two celebrity judges awards (Dave Kowalski and Vicky Hulick) and a Chip 
Miller award (Vicky Hulick). 
 

George and I attended lunch with Lance,  and I was able to thank Tadge Juechter, the head of Corvette Engineering,  
personally for his replacement of my C8. Later in the event I accepted the club champion award on behalf of the club. 
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Dinners were wonderful with 49 folks attending the Friday evening dinner,  and many attending the Black and Blue 
and Mama Spriggs dinners on Saturday night. A huge shout out to Jane Stieber for all her hard work researching and 
organizing the hotel and restaurants... this was no small feat keeping over sixty people engaged and fed! We were 
Happy! 

 

Folks shopped, watched events and demonstrations, and generally walked the giant venue all weekend.  Being next 
to the exhibition building was bonus,  as we could pick up tips from GM engineers as they examined various Cor-
vettes. 
 
We picked up 2 new members, including a C1 own-
er from the NCRS tent! We may have picked up a 
few more who registered later after meeting us at 
Carlisle. Thank you,  Joanna. 
 

For the first time while at Carlisle, I chose to have 
side skirts and mud flaps installed by ACS Compo-
site. They were recommended by member Greg 
Sowers who was manning the Aerolari Wheels ven-
dor space and spreading out our club presence to 
the Midway. ACS manufactures the plastic trim for 
GM, so they are OEM parts.  The installation was 
fast and the product outstanding. I learned later 
from the Canadian contingent, that Joe Taverna, 

the VP of ACS, has been doing this for 35 years. He followed up 
with a personal email thanking me for the business.  I highly rec-
ommend them for your trim needs...I now feel fully indoctrinated 
into Carlisle... having had something installed while there! 
 

Next year, we will try to increase our tent size to 20 x 40. I am 
hoping many of our new members will join in this annual right of 
passage.  Thank you to all who made this possible,  especially 
those who worked with Ms. Foster and I on conference calls to 
juggle spaces around and pull this off!
